(Hong Kong, 25 September 2023) The Hong Kong Science and Technology Parks Corporation (HKSTP),
has joined forces with the Global Entrepreneurship Network (GEN) to lead aspiring innovators to global
growth opportunities, and extend Hong Kong’s innovation ecosystem to GEN’s 200 markets around the
world. HKSTP led a delegation to Australia and attending the Global Entrepreneurship Congress 2023
in Melbourne to explore collaboration opportunities and ignite market discovery initiatives.

In
addition, the delegation shared experiences and exchanged ideas with Australian tech ventures who
are interested in learning and exploring the Hong Kong market.

HKSTP also introduced its Market Discovery Programme in Hong Kong and shared details with
enterprises interested in expanding into Hong Kong, the GBA and mainland China markets. The two-
day intensive Market Discovery Programme will be held in Hong Kong on 6-7 November 2023, packed
with seminars, tours and networking opportunities to connect entrepreneurs with experts, investors,
corporate leaders as well as entrepreneurs with past success in expanding their business within the
region. The by-invitation programme is free-of-charge and participants can experience a stay at the
Science Park’s InnoCell smart living co-creation space to spark collaboration with Science Park’s 1&T
talents.
